1 Welcome

3 Minutes of the last meeting and Matters Arising

Minutes of the last meeting were proposed by Tracy Adams
and seconded by Sue Jewell and passed subject to the
following amendment:






Sue Jewell offered to re-engage with the tourism sector for
support and input.

Liskeard Town Council could introduce a steering group to
assist with the process of securing grants.

It was suggested that more input could be sought from the
wider range of participants such as were approached in the
Atkins Report to assist the steering group.

It was agreed that a discussion take place at the next AGM
on a revised framework and professional members to be
invited to have an unput as to the way forward.

6 Guidhall, Fore Street, Liskeard



In the absence of any planning application of interest Alan
Hartridge submitted the following report on two ongoing
applications.

Two Planning applications of interest and still awaiting
Decision:

1)ALDI Stores (update)

PA24/09331 Proposed extension to existing store, together with associated development
including new plant compound and the provision of an additional car park area and associated

pedestrian crossing.

The Forum has expressed concerns about this application  (see minutes of last meeting). The
Highway Development Management Team have now stated that the traffic modelling has

been assessed and



objection from local residents about the likely impact of the development. There are also
objections from the Highways and Historic Environment Departments. The latter is a lengthy
objection pointing out that this application is possibly one of the largest (apart from the cattle
market development) in recent times, within the historic core of the town, and that from a
design/layout perspective the proposals in their present form are not appropriate.

Also, no affordable housing is currently proposed by the applicants on or off site because of
their concerns about viability.
